It was agreed to create the new TR which will use the contents of the related section in TR38.801 as a starting point. Since the SID states to capture in TR38.801 the discussion results during this study, the number of the new TR is requested in the revised SID. 
NR L1 processing diagram
It was discussed to refine L1 processing diagram to NR and the new split points which is not considered in Rel-14. Since the proposed L1 processing diagram was not mature in RAN3, the contributions were noted. For this study, it was agreed to consider impact of lower layer split options on complexity and fronthaul interface capacity.
· RAN3#97  (August 2017)

The baseline of the skeleton for new TR was endorsed in [030]. 
NR L1 processing diagram
It was discussed to refine L1 processing diagram to NR and liaise to RAN1. Also, several new split points (including the combination of those for channel and signal) were proposed. [026] presented NR L1 processing diagram which tries to take into account all possible implementations and split points proposed by the companies. The LS to RAN1was agreed in [032] to ask the feedback on the figure presented in [026].
Evaluation criteria
Several evaluation criterion were proposed and RAN3 agreed to consider fronthaul bandwidth and complexity (the details to be clarified).
