WG SE  is reviewing ERC Recommendation 74-01 on unwanted emissions in the spurious domain. The limits in this Recommendation correspond with the limits in Recommendation ITU-R SM.329-12 Category B. 
WGSE noted the ongoing discussions on the possible need to define unwanted emissions for active antenna systems (AAS) and beamforming for mobile systems (including IMT-2020). It was noted that this might require new considerations specific to these systems in the ERC Recommendation 74-01. 

WGSE recognizes that 3GPP TSG RAN has studied and developed specifications in this area over several years and is presently completing technical specifications with Over-the-Air requirements for AAS and IMT-2020 (NR) in 3GPP Release 15. Since this is an area of high importance for the ongoing review of ERC Recommendation 74-01, WGSE would appreciate information from 3GPP TSG RAN in the area of AAS and OTA requirements, including the following aspects for both LTE and NR:

1. Assessment of spurious emissions for AAS and beamforming for BS and UE

2. Definitions and reference point (TRP, EIRP, etc.)

3. Boundary between out-of-band and spurious domain (frequency offset)

4. Testing methodology

WGSE would appreciate if 3GPP TSG RAN could also provide future updates on the continued work on AAS and beamforming for mobile systems (LTE and NR) that may have implications for the revision of ERC Recommendation 74-01.
