The UE shall transmit random access preamble on the NB-IoT carrier indicated by “Carrier indication of NPRACH” field, if the field is present in the "PDCCH order”. Carrier indication of NPRACH” indicates a PRACH resource on the anchor UL carrier derived from SystemInformationBlockType2-NB [11] if set to 0, otherwise it indicates a PRACH resource on the UL carrier in ul-ConfigList [11] for which the index in the list is equal to the carrier indication.
