1. For sub-PRB allocation in CE Mode B, the PRB location within the [system bandwidth or narrowband] is partially or fully configured by RRC. No other fields require RRC configuration.

1. For sub-PRB allocation in CE Mode A, there is no RRC configuration needed to indicate the
