	1.) The SuspendConfig includes all the configurations for RRC_INACTIVE state, e.g. I-RNTI, RNA, periodical timer and NCC. So the text in section 5.2.4.8 is not clear.

2.) redirectedCarrierInfo is not essential for the RRC_INACTIVE state. If the network wants the RRC_INACTIVE UE to camp on some special frequency, the network can configure the frequency with high priority in cellReselectionPriorities IE in RRCRelease message. The main puropose of redirectedCarrierInfo is to make the UE to initiate a new RRC connection toward a specified RAT and frequency. For RRC_INACTIVE UE, it is no need to initiate a new RRC connection towards the specified RAT and frequency, while just camps on one cell. Furthermore, we are not sure if the UE must initiate a new RRC connection towards the specified RAT and frequency when redirectedCarrierInfo is received. E,g, HO requirements for only DL data transmission case.

On transition from RRC_CONNECTED to RRC_IDLE state, UE shall attempt to camp on a suitable cell according to redirectedCarrierInfo if included in the RRCRelease message used for this transition. If the UE cannot find a suitable cell, the UE is allowed to camp on any suitable cell of the indicated RAT. If the RRCRelease message does not contain the redirectedCarrierInfo, UE shall attempt to select a suitable cell on an NR carrier. If no suitable cell is found according to the above, the UE shall perform cell selection using stored information in order to find a suitable cell to camp on.

When returning to RRC_IDLE state after UE moved to RRC_CONNECTED state from camped on any cell state, UE shall attempt to camp on an acceptable cell according to redirectedCarrierInfo, if included in the RRCRelease message. If the UE cannot find an acceptable cell, the UE is allowed to camp on any acceptable cell of the indicated RAT. If the RRCRelease message does not contain redirectedCarrierInfo UE shall attempt to select an acceptable cell on an NR frequency. If no acceptable cell is found according to the above, the UE shall continue to search for an acceptable cell of any PLMN in state any cell selection.
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
