Overall Description
For the idle mode UE behavior, RAN2 discussed if the UE needs to receive paging message in order to support call-back to the emergency call while the UE is in limited service state. Unlike to LTE, in NR ETWS/CMAS notification and system information update notification are not informed via paging message instead they are signaled via physical control information that called as Short Message, which makes no need to receive paging message while the UE is in limited service state unless the need of paging message reception for the call-back to the emergency call is required for the UE.
