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	Reason for change:
	After a handover in NR, the SSB based beam the UE selects for the target cell is not always known at the NW ( the RACH resources the UE uses could be used by the NW to know the selected beam). If the NW has already configured and idicated a TCI state for the PDCCH in the source cell via MAC CE, after the handover the same TCI config is not necessarily valid (due to a different PDCCH beam from the target cell which could be from a different reference signal compared to the source cells’ RS). 
The UE should not use the TCI state indicated from the previous cell in such a case. The TCI for PDSCH follows this principle. It is necessary to add correction that the same is done for TCI state for PDCCH.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Add the text to have the UE not use the TCI configuration of the source cell for PDCCH of the target cell, but use the SSB as the QCL source for the DRMS of the PDCCH in the target cell until the NW explicitly provides a TCI indication using the MAC CE.
