	According to the RAN4 LS R2-1816048, RAN4 specifies different requirements for case 1 and case2: 

Case 1:
MR-DC band combination where the spectrum is contiguous across LTE and NR within the same band;

Case 2:
MR-DC band combination where both LTE and NR are in the same band, but not in one contiguous spectrum.
The network needs to be informed of the UE capability differences between case 1 and case2. The default configuration should be case 1 with the UE capability indicating that the UE supports case 2.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	1. Reusing FreqSeparationClass with value non-contiguousDC expanded. For a FR1 band, if this bit is not set, it corresponds to the intra-band contiguous MR-DC case, if this bit is set to non-contiguousDC, it corresponds to the non-contiguous MR-DC case.
2. Delete the description since it already has been captured in 38.306.
