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1. Overall Description:

As part of the LTE/NR Rel-16 discussions on the reporting of early measurements that were performed during idle/inactive mode during the transition from IDLE to CONNECTED mode, RAN2 is discussing the possibility to transmit available idle measurements as soon as possible, to facilitate the early configuration of the UE with DC/CA. 
RAN2’s understanding is that in LTE and NR, measurement reports can only be sent after security is activated. However, from network’s perspective, it would be beneficial to report at least one qualified cell from measurement results to the network as soon as possible for fast setup of DC or CA. Hence, to reduce latency for DC setup, sending some essential information via MSG5 even before security activation is proposed in R2-1907972. 
While a UE performs the essential information reporting, only a part of measurement results may be included from whole measurement results. In the essential information, only one neighbouring Cell ID and related frequency are included and any information which exposes detailed UE’s location (e.g., measurement results of RSRP and RSRQ) should be excluded.
RAN2 would like to ask SA3 whether critical security issue is occurred when only a cell ID and related frequency is reported before security is activated or whether security requirements could be relaxed for this case.

RAN2 would like to ask SA3 whether it is possible to report a cell ID and related frequency for fast DC setup before security is activated.
