1. Overall Description
RAN2 have discussed the management of sidelink radio bearers in unicast V2X communication, in relation to the layer 2 IDs of the involved UEs and the identity of the corresponding PC5 unicast link.  RAN2 have the understanding that when a bearer is set up, it should be possible to associate it to a PC5 unicast link (whose PC5 link identifier can then be indicated to the V2X layer along with received data on the bearer).
However, RAN2 are uncertain if the same pair of layer 2 IDs can have multiple PC5 unicast links between them.  RAN2 would like to inquire as to this aspect, with the following identified possibilities:
1. There cannot be multiple PC5 unicast links between a pair of layer 2 IDs; the source and destination layer 2 ID uniquely identify the PC5 unicast link.
2. There can be two PC5 unicast links between a pair of layer 2 IDs, one for IP traffic and one for non-IP traffic.
3. There can be multiple PC5 unicast links between a pair of layer 2 IDs, with some other distinction besides the network protocol.
RAN2 would like to request that SA2 indicate the expected relation between pairs of layer 2 IDs and PC5 unicast links.

2. Actions:
RAN2 respectfully ask SA2 to indicate if it is supported to have multiple PC5 unicast links between the same pair of layer 2 IDs, and if so, how the unicast links in such a situation are distinguished.
