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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank CT1 for their LS on ACDC mechanism. RAN2 discussed the question in the LS from CT1 (R2-153041/C1-153278) i.e. whether the AS layer will indicate to NAS the access barring is because of ACDC.
RAN2 understands that the question is related to the following two cases:

1. New access attempt subject to ACDC occurs while ACB barring is applicable.
2. New access attempt subject to ACB occurs while ACDC barring is applicable.
From RAN2 perspective, in case 1 the new access attempt will proceed to ACDC barring check regardless of ACB barring status, while in case 2 the new access attempt cannot proceed due to ACDC barring status. It is because ACDC shall override ACB according to SA1 requirement in 22.011.
To ensure the UE operation described above, RAN2 discussed two solutions based on R2-154564 (in the attachment) and agreed the following UE behaviours from RAN2 perspective:

· 
Whenever access barring is applicable, RRC informs NAS whether the access barring is applicable due to ACDC or not. 
·  When new access attempt subject to ACDC is triggered while ACB barring is applicable, NAS requests connection establishment to RRC subject to ACDC.

·  When new access attempt subject to ACDC is triggered while ACDC barring is applicable, NAS aborts the new access attempt (i.e. no request of connection establishment to RRC).
·  Upon request of connection establishment subject to ACDC, RRC performs ACDC barring check regardless of barring status.
RAN2 would like to ask CT1 to confirm whether the UE behaviours above are acceptable and consider them in their work on ACDC.

2. Actions:

To RAN CT1: RAN WG2 respectfully asks RAN CT1 to confirm whether the NAS/AS behaviours above are acceptable and consider them in their work on ACDC.
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
