Introduction
In RAN meeting # 69, further Enhancements of Minimization of Drive Tests for E-UTRAN (feMDT) is approved as a WI [1]. In feMDT WI, two user cases are proposed, i.e., Enhanced QoS Verification and Enhanced Coverage Optimization. The main objects of Enhanced Coverage Optimization are as follows,

· Specify corresponding procedures to support the following solutions, including:

· UEs in RRC_IDLE supporting the IDC mechanism should remove measurements from the Logged MDT report that were affected by IDC interference.

· eNB indicates to the TCE whether measurements have been collected while eICIC was configured or eNB decides to not report those results to the TCE.
In this document, details of Enhanced Coverage Optimization are discussed. 
2. Discussion
For logged MDT measurement Results polluted by IDC interference, UEs in RRC_IDLE supporting the IDC mechanism should remove measurements from the Logged MDT report that were affected by IDC interference.
Proposal 1: it is suggested to be captured in TS 36.304 that UEs in RRC_IDLE supporting the IDC mechanism should remove measurements from the logged MDT report that were affected by IDC interference.
For MDT measurements affected by eICIC, there’re two possible solutions,
· Solution1: eNB indicates to the TCE whether measurements have been collected while eICIC was configured 
· Solution2: eNB decides to not report those results to the TCE
we can see that solution2 is based on implemention and has no impact on the signaling between eNB and TCE, which is less complex as the solution 1 and should be selected.  

Proposal 2: it is suggested eNB not to report MDT measurements affected by eICIC to the TCE, which should be captured by TS 37.320.
3. Conclusion
In this contribution, Enhanced Coverage Optimization for feMDT is discussed. 
Proposal 1: it is suggested to be captured in TS 36.304 that UEs in RRC_IDLE supporting the IDC mechanism should remove measurements from the logged MDT report that were affected by IDC interference.
Proposal 2: it is suggested eNB not to report MDT measurements affected by eICIC to the TCE, which should be captured by TS 37.320.
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
