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1. Overall Description:
RAN2 made the following agreements on DL enhancements:
Improved synchronized RRC procedures
· A new UL MAC control PDU type will be introduced, which will include the transaction ID of the reconfiguration message and procedure type.  FFS on the number of bits required.

· A time offset is signalled to the UE to calculate the new activation time, and the new time offset is only included when the IE "activation time" is not set to "now". How the feature is activated in the UE side is FFS.
· If the UE fails to receive HARQ ACK for a new UL MAC control PDU, the UE will activate the new configuration according to the legacy activation time. Otherwise, the new configuration is activated according to the enhanced activation time calculated based on the CFN and the time offset, in which HARQ ACK for the new UL MAC control PDU is received.
· The feature is only applicable to CELL_DCH state.
· The enhancement is applicable to all downlink dedicated RRC messages except HANDOVER TO UTRAN COMMAND.
RNTI extension mechanism
· Given the complexity of the solutions and the lack of consensus on the solution, RAN2 will down prioritize this topic until next meeting.
Blind HARQ retransmissions
· The following working assumptions from RAN2#91 are confirmed:

· RAN2 will specify the blind HARQ retransmission operation for CELL_DCH UE.
· The blind HARQ retransmissions will apply to data transmission on both DCCH and DTCH.

· Blind HARQ retransmission feature can work in combination with the following legacy features, DC-HSDPA, 4C-HSDPA, 8C-HSDPA, and Multiflow. The combination of blind HARQ retransmissions and DL MIMO is not allowed.
· The blind HARQ retransmission feature can be applied to the serving and secondary HS-DSCH cells.
· The (re-)transmissions will be scheduled using legacy scheduling mechanisms and the UE will report HARQ A/N feedback for every scheduled (re-)transmission.
· If HARQ A/N repetition is configured together with blind HARQ re-transmissions, the network will schedule data accordingly ensuring that HARQ A/N repetitions do not collide with other DL transmissions.
· No restrictions on number of total HARQ retransmissions should be specified.
· FFS if there needs to be a RRC configuration from the network to the UE. The impact to the UE should be investigated.
2. Actions:

To RAN3: RAN2 respectfully asks RAN3 to take into account the agreements above in their work on L2 and L3 Downlink enhancements.
