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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS on usage of ProSe Per-Packet Priority in ProSe UE-Network Relay (S2-152861/R2-15388).

SA2 would like to inform RAN2 that the use of ProSe Per-Packet Priority (PPPP) in UE-to-Network Relay has been captured in clause 5.4.6.2 of TS 23.303. This clause covers both unicast traffic and eMBMS traffic handling. In the documented operations, the AS layer is not required to provide PPPP information of a received packet to the Relay. 

Therefore, the answer to the RAN2 question 1 is as follows:
Question 1: Is there a need for AS to provide the PPPP information from a remote UE transmitting sidelink communication to a relay UE receiving sidelink communication? 
SA2 answer: No, there is no such need. 

In addition, related to question 2, the general PPPP use is documented in clause 5.4.6.1 of TS 23.303. There is also no requirement for the AS layer to provide the PPPP of a received packet to the upper layer. 

Question 2: Is there a need for AS to provide the PPPP information from a UE transmitting sidelink communication to a UE receiving sidelink communication in cases other than UE to Network relay?
SA2 answer: No, there is no such need.
