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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to refer to earlier communication with CT WG1 on unified access control (R2-1706154, response to C1-171965), and return to questions related to establishment cause and call type. 

RAN2 is considering if the new unified Access Categories can be used both for 

a) Barring purposes, like Call Type in E-UTRAN
b) Indicating an access cause in connection to initial signalling to gNB, like Establishment Cause in E-UTRAN

It is assumed that the unified Access Control will include both default Access Categories that are standardized and configured Access Categories that are operator-configured. The default Access Categories should preferably capture for NR at least some of all the values/combinations that are possible with Call Type and Establishment Cause in LTE, e.g., mo-Signalling and Emergency. Even though not all combinations of Call Type and Establishment Cause from LTE would be translated into a default Access Category (e.g., originating SMSoIP?), it will still be possible for operators to configure such Access Categories.

On this topic, RAN2 would like an answer from CT WG1 on the following questions:
1. RAN2 would like to know if CT WG1 can agree to use of Access Category as both the trigger for barring (cp. Call Type in E-UTRAN) and to indicate access cause (cp. Establishment Cause in E-UTRAN)?

2. If in agreement on 1), RAN2 would like to get CT WG1 view on what default Access Categories with semantic similar to Call Type and Establishment Cause in E-UTRAN that are most important or necessary to standardize and what can be left to operator configuration?
2. Actions to CT WG1:

RAN2 respectfully asks CT WG1 to answer the above questions.
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
