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1. Introduction
In the email discussions on running TS38.321 [NR-AH2#05], it was pointed out that there are still unclear statements in the current TP for BSR procedure from some companies. The rapporteur invited TP for further improvement. This contribution tries to improve BSR procedural text to the latest running TS38.321 [1].
2. TP for BSR procedure
Firstly, we propose that the wording “available” should be always used together with “UL data”. Secondly, we propose that “new UL data” should be replaced with “the very first UL data”. The text “the very first…” was already used in TS36.321 for HARQ procedure, so it is easily understandable. The proposals are shown in the following.

The MAC entity determines the amount of UL data available in a logical channel according to the data volume calculation procedure in TSs 38.322 and 38.323 [3] [4].

A Buffer Status Report (BSR) shall be triggered if any of the following events occur:

the MAC entity has the first  UL data available in a logical channel which belongs to an LCG (i.e. there are no previous UL data available in the logical channel); and either

-
the very first UL data belongs to a logical channel with higher priority than the priority of any logical channel containing available UL data which belong to any LCG; or

-
none of the logical channels which belong to an LCG contains any available UL data;
