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1 Background
Relaxed monitoring in MTC was discussed in RAN2#99 [1-6] and the following agreement was made for relaxed monitoring in MTC specifically:
· The use case is M2M, we aim to have similar solutions for RRM measurement relaxation as far as reasonable for at least NB-IoT and LTE M2M UEs (FFS if this is Cat M1/M2).  

For the relaxed monitoring solution the following agreements were made:
· Introduce a relaxed monitoring solution that works for both UEs that are fixed and can be mobile. 

· Relaxed monitoring applies to neighbour cell measurements in Idle mode.

· We specify how the UE detect when to do measurement relaxation

In this contribution relaxed monitoring in MTC is discussed further. 
2 Discussion
MTC perhaps supports “better” mobility compared to NB-IoT, i.e. handover is supported, and the measurement accuracy is slightly better. However also in MTC there can be stationary devices, or devices that are temporary stationary, that can benefit from power savings due to relaxed monitoring. It is also beneficial to introduce a similar solution in both NB-IoT and MTC (i.e. BL/CE UE), in case the UE supports both. Therefore it is proposed:  
Proposal: Introduce similar relaxed monitoring solution in MTC as for NB-IoT.
