The purpose of this procedure is:

-
to transmit paging information to a UE in RRC_IDLE and/ or;

-
to inform UEs in RRC_IDLE and UEs other than NB-IoT UEs, BL UEs and UEs in CE, in RRC_CONNECTED about a system information change and/ or;

-
to inform UEs other than NB-IoT UEs, and other than BL UEs and UEs in CE in RRC_CONNECTED, about an ETWS primary notification and/ or ETWS secondary notification and/ or;

-
to inform UEs other than NB-IoT UEs, and other than BL UEs and UEs in CE in RRC_CONNECTED, about a CMAS notification and/ or;

-
to inform UEs other than NB-IoT UEs in RRC_IDLE about an EAB parameters modification and/ or;

-
to inform UEs other than NB-IoT UEs in RRC_IDLE to perform E-UTRAN inter-frequency redistribution procedure.
The paging information is provided to upper layers, which in response may initiate RRC connection establishment, e.g. to receive an incoming call.
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
