	The DataInactivityTimer is considered as a kind of backup mechanism to resolve state mismatch of the RRCConnectionRelease message. Regarding TrackingAreaUpdate(TAU) request upon DataInactivityTImer expiry, there is no reason for triggering TAU request at least an NB-IoT UE. To reduce power consumption and singalling load, the RRC should indicate cause ‘other’ to upper layers.
