In current text for generating BSR MAC CE

We think the “a new immediate transmission” is not clear for UE behaviour on when to generate the BSR MAC CE.
When at a time point the MAC determine that there is at least one BSR has been triggered, the conditons which should be met for generating the BSR MAC are:
1. There is UL-SCH resources available, the resources could mean:
a> The resources is already assigned by PDCCH which received before this time point; or
b> The PDCCH indicating UL grant in the near future
2. At this time point, the MAC entity is able to generate the BSR MAC CE, meaning there is enough time duration for the UE to do LCP.
