	RACH-ConfigCommon field descriptions

	msg1-SubcarrierSpacing
Subcarrier spacing of PRACH. Only the values 15 or 30 kHz  (<6GHz), 60 or 120 kHz (>6GHz) are applicable. Corresponds to L1 parameter 'prach-Msg1SubcarrierSpacing' (see 38.211, section FFS_Section). If absent, the UE applies the SCS as derived from the prach-ConfigurationIndex in RACH-ConfigGeneric (see 38.211, section XXX).


It means that MSG1 SCS is explicitly indicated in the RACH common configuration. For the absent case, the UE applies the SCS as derived from the prach-ConfigurationIndex in RACH-ConfigGeneric. The reason why the UE could use the prach-ConfigurationIndex to indicate the SCS is that if for the long sequence indicated by format, the SCS is fixed, but if for the short sequence, it needs to be explicitly indicated. As shown in below RAN1 agreement: 
Agreements-91:
· Using 9 bits in the RRC for the RACH configuration. 
· 8 bits to indicate the prach-ConfigIndex
· 1 bit to indicate prach-Msg1SubcarrierSpacing 

· Range of values: {15, 30} or {60, 120} kHz

· Note: For above 6GHz 1 bit is used to indicate the SCS for Msg1, for below 6GHz 1- bit to indicate the SCS for Msg1 (applicable for the short sequence, for the long sequence it is given by the format)
Now the subcarrier spacing only exists in the RACH-Common configuration, which is used for contention based RACH and contention free RACH. However, in the handover procedure, RAN1 clearly stated that SCS for MSG1 and MSG2 should be provided by handover command, as following agreements from RAN1#90. However, we didn’t capture that in current spec. As MSG2 SCS is the same as the BWP which receives the RAR, only MSG1 SCS is explicitly needed in RACH-dedicated configuration. So we propose the change as in the annex draft CR.
Agreements-90:
· For contention-based NR 4-step RA procedure
· SCS for Msg 1 
· configured in the RACH configuration

· SCS for Msg 2

· the same as the numerology of RMSI

· SCS for Msg 3

· configured in the RACH configuration separately from SCS for Msg1

· SCS for Msg 4

· the same as in Msg.2

· For contention-free RA procedure for handover, the SCS for Msg1 and the SCS for Msg2 are provided in the handover command
