There are two topics to look at in the RETRIEVE UE CONTEXT REQUEST message:

Resume from RRC_INACTIVE:

-
In the latest version of TS 38.331, there are 2 messages defined for Resume: RRCResumeRequest (the 48 bit variant) and RRCResumeRequest1 (the 64bit variant).
-
Both RRC Resume Request messages contain a resumeMAC-I IE, i.e. not the shortMAC-I, although both IEs refer to a 16bit long IE.
-
Similar updates needed for the E-UTRA case
This needs to be distinguished from the RLF case, which is not yet covered in the semantics at all.
It is proposed to update the references to TS 38.331 and TS 36.331 in XnAP.
