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1. Introduction
Last RAN3#107-e meeting discussed how to support the target initiated CHO Modification but no conclusion.
There are two options on how to support the target initiated CHO modification:
· Option 1: Add a new CHO modification required indicator in CHO Cancel message and the source node may issue a new handover preparation for this. 
· Option 2: Add a new cause value for the candidate target node to inform the source node that new resources are available for that UE.
We think to have another option, 
    - 	Option 3: nothing to added and no “target initiated CHO modification”.

2. Discussion
There is no motivation for the target node initiated CHO modification.
If due to the load situation in the target, then the CHO Cancel with appropriate cause value is enough, not even need to express any specific cause value.
It is then up to the source to decide whether to initiate another CHO preparation towards the same target node, but will be left for implementation, no need to specify.
Therefore, there is no “target node initiated CHO modification”.

3. Conclusion and proposal
Proposal : It is proposed not to have the “target node initiated CHO modification”.
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
