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1. Introduction

This document addresses an outstanding FFS on the UE ID format signalled in the RAN CP Relocation Indication procedure. It is noted that, according to updates in TS 23.501, this FFS can be removed.
2. Discussion
During re-establishment procedure in NB-IOT, the UE provides a truncated 40-bit UE ID rather than the full 5G-S-TMSI. For this reason, the UE ID in the RAN CP Relocation Indication procedure had been marked as FFS, since it was not clear whether the RAN should send the truncated ID, or the reconstituted 5G-S-TMSI.

In the meantime, SA2 has agreed the following text in TS 23.501 [1]:


Based on this, and particularly the highlighted section, it follows that the NG-RAN is expected to reconstitute the full 5G-S-TMSI from the received truncated version. Therefore there is no reason why it should not send the full ID to the AMF.
Proposal: Remove FFS on 5G-S-TMSI in RAN CP RELOCATION INDICATION message, as per text proposal in Annex.

5.31.4.3	Control Plane Relocation Indication procedure


For intra-NB-IoT mobility for UE and AMF using Control Plane CIoT 5GS Optimisation, the CP Relocation Indication procedures may be used. The purpose of the CP Relocation Indication procedure is to request the AMF to authenticate the UE's re-establishment request (see TS 33.501 [29]), and initiate the establishment of the UE's N2 connection after the UE has initiated a RRC Re-Establishment procedure in a new NG-RAN node (see TS 38.300 [27]).


The RRC Re-Establishment procedure uses the Truncated 5G-S-TMSI as UE identifier. The NG-RAN is configured with the sizes of the components of the Truncated 5G-S-TMSI and it is configured with how to recreate the AMF Set ID, the AMF Pointer and 5G-TMSI from the equivalent truncated parameters (see TS 23.003 [19]).


The NG-RAN configures the UE with the sizes of the components of the Truncated 5G-S-TMSI as described in TS 36.331 [51]. The configuration of these parameters are specific to each PLMN.


NOTE:	Network sharing default configuration of the sizes of the truncated components is described in TS 23.003 [19].
