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Description and proposal

The current baseline CR duplicates the Allowed PNI NPN information in two information elements:

1/ in the Mobility Information which is sent in the Mobility Restriction List IE
2/ In the Paging Assistance information.
In general, the NPN mobility information list should be self-contained representing the area where the UE can move without restriction. 
This is similar to the discussion on the NPN Access Control IE which has two options for encoding:

Option 1: SNPN ID contained in NPN Access Control IE.

Option 2: only NID contained in NPN Access Control IE and the PLMN ID part must be fetched inside another User Location Information IE.

Similarly, the current NPN Mobility Information IE has two options for encoding:

Option 1: SNPN ID contained in NPN Mobility Information IE.

Option 2: only NID contained in NPN Mobility Information IE and the PLMN ID part must be fetched inside another Serving PLMN IE.

For the same reasons as access control, and in alignment with our paper on access control, we think that option 1 is cleaner.

Therefore, the NPN Mobility Information IE for SNPN should contain the full SNPN ID IE.

One other advantage of the above approach, which is a logical consequence, is that such NPN Mobility Information IE can be readily reused for the paging assistance information.

Proposal 1: agree the TP below for TS38.413 to reference the SNPN ID IE in the NPN mobility information IE.
