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1. Overall Description:
RAN3 thanks RAN2 for their LS on information needed for MRO in UE RLF Report.
After further discussion, RAN3 reached agreement on other information which also is needed for MRO in UE RLF Report as below:

1) Re-connection attempt E-UTRAN cell ID and TAC: For inter-system handover too early/too late detection, the network needs to know the cell identity of RRC re-connection attempt E-UTRAN cell and whether UE attempt to connect with EPS since E-TURAN cell may connected with both EPC and 5GC.

2) [bookmark: OLE_LINK8][bookmark: OLE_LINK9]Re-connection attempt NR cell ID: After RLF/HO failure happens, it is possible that there is no re-establish cell available and UE attempts a RRC connection setup procedure, in this case, inclusion of re-connection attempt cell ID would help the network to detect the root cause of the failure.

3) Time interval between HO failure/RLF and re-connection attempt: This information would help the network to understand whether the re-connection attempt cell could be used to detect the root cause of failure event or not.
