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1. Introduction
The support of trusted non-3GPP access network to the 5GC was discussed at RAN3#107-e meeting, with the following remaining issue: 
· It is FFS whether to include a list of identifiers (i.e. FQDNs or IP addresses) in the Identity Information.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1]This contribution intends to address the above issue and provide TPs for TS 38.413 and TS 29.413.
2. Discussion
As specified in TS 29.510, the TNGF Identity Information or the TWIF Identity Information contains one of the addressing parameters (IPv4 address, IPv6 address or endpoint FQDN) at least for the coexist case.
