At the last RAN3#107-e meeting, it was discussed how to handle the removal of the last PDU session in a UE connection.
This paper continues to discuss this topic.
2	Discussion
At the last meeting, we discussed when the last PDU session is removed, NG-RAN node triggers to release the RRC connection. 
It is proposed to capture in the PDU Session Resource Release procedure the following procedural text [1].
	Interactions with UE Context Release Request procedure:
If the PDU session requested to be released is the last one for the UE and the RRC connection needs to be released, the NG-RAN node shall initiate the UE Context Release Request procedure only when it releases the RRC connection.



In our view, when NG-RAN node decides that the RRC connection needs to be released, it will initiate the UE Context Release procedure. This implementation is supported by the current specification.
Further there is no need to specify the behaviour and the design details.
