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1. Introduction
In RAN3 #107-e meeting, it was agreed that in the NG SETUP RESPONSE message multiple SNPNs can be supported by the AMF [1]. To avoid to page in cells which are not compatible with the serving SNPN, therefore, the NG-RAN needs to be aware of the serving SNPN ID in NG paging. In this contribution, we examine this issue and then provide our view on it.
2. Discussion
In RAN3 #106 meeting, it was assumed that the AMF always sends a single SNPN ID in the NG SETUP RESPONSE message [2]. Therefore, when receiving a paging message over an NG interface instance corresponding to an SNPN, the NG-RAN can be aware of the serving SNPN ID without an explicit indication in the NG PAGING message.
However, in RAN3 #107-e meeting, it was agreed that in the NG SETUP RESPONSE message multiple SNPNs can be supported by the AMF [1]. Therefore, the NG-RAN is not able to be aware of the serving SNPN ID over an NG interface instance. To avoid to page in cells which are not compatible with the serving SNPN, the AMF should indicate to the NG-RAN the serving SNPN ID.
Proposal 1: It is proposed to add the serving SNPN ID in the NPN Paging Assistance Information IE of the Assistance Data for Paging IE in the NG PAGING message.
Proposal 2: It is proposed to agree the corresponding TP in [3].
3. Conclusion
In this contribution, we examine the issue on the NG paging in SNPN and then provide our view on it. The following proposals are kindly suggested to RAN3:
Proposal 1: It is proposed to add the serving SNPN ID in the NPN Paging Assistance Information IE of the Assistance Data for Paging IE in the NG PAGING message.
Proposal 2: It is proposed to agree the corresponding TP in [3].
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
