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Introduction
Per current TS38.473 BLCR for F1AP, there are some places worth cleaning-up as follows:

1: Similar to candidate cell cancel case, for candidate cell modify case, the indicated candidate target cell may not associate to the right F1-C signaling connection, hence it should be specified in the abnormal conditions.

2: The UE context release procedure is reused for candidate cell cancel purpose, hence the relevant procedure texts needs to be updated.
