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1. Overall Description:

SA5 is working on the Rel. 16 “Self-Organizing Networks (SON) for 5G networks” WI to support RAN3’s Rel. 16 NR_SON_MDT WI “SON (Self-Organising Networks) and MDT (Minimization of Drive Tests) support for NR”. 
SA5 notices that the baseline CR R3-201610 contains the O&M requirements as shown below to support the Mobility Robustness Optimization:
15.X.2.6 
O&M Requirements

All automatic changes of the HO and/or reselection parameters for mobility robustness optimisation shall be within the range allowed by OAM.

The following control parameters shall be provided by OAM to control MRO behaviour:

· Maximum deviation of Handover Trigger

This parameter defines the maximum allowed absolute deviation of the Handover Trigger, from the default point of operation defined by the parameter values assigned by OAM.

· Minimum time between Handover Trigger changes

This parameter defines the minimum allowed time interval between two Handover Trigger change performed by MRO. This is used to control the stability and convergence of the algorithm.

Furthermore, in order to support the solutions for detection of mobility optimisation, the parameter Tstore_UE_cntxt shall be configurable by the OAM system.

SA5 would like to request RAN3 to clarify to which the HO and/or reselection parameters are referred, so SA5 knows what ranges the OAM should provide.
