	According to section 8.12.1.2 the eNB can reply with the Write Replace Warning Response before the broadcast was completed over the radio. The Response is just an acknowledgement that the resources are available for the broadcast.
In contrast, section 9.2.1.54 states that an eNB needs should wait before replying that the broadcast has been performed over the radio. This needs to be corrected in one of the two possible ways. 


	
	

	Summary of change:
	Section 9.2.1.54 is aligned with section 8.12.1.2 to indicate that the cells included in the Broadcast Completed Area List IE only mean cells in which resources are available for the broadcast. 
Impact assessment towards the previous version of the specification (same release): 
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This CR has an impact under functional and protocol point of view.

The impact can be considered isolated since it only affects the PWS function.
