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1. Overall Description:
Based on the SA3 running CR (S3-152470) and the corresponding LS, RAN3 have discussed the WT Addition and WT Modification procedures for LWA. RAN3 understand that XwAP WT ADDITION REQUEST messages sent from the eNB to the WT shall carry the UE WLAN MAC address and the S-KWT, to support security mechanism discussed in SA3. 
With this mechanism, however, it is possible that the S-KWT is forwarded by the WT to APs which are not interested by the UE mobility.
Q1) RAN3 respectfully ask SA3 to indicate whether making S-KWT available to APs to which UE shall not connect is acceptable.

RAN3 further discussed the need to indicate to the WT the list of WLAN identifiers within which UE mobility without eNB involvement is allowed, in addition to the other information, in the WT Addition and WT Modification procedures. With this information the WT can ensure that the S-KWT is only forwarded to the APs to which the UE is allowed to connect. 
Q2) RAN3 respectfully ask SA3 to indicate whether there may be any issues with the mechanism described above.
