Key principles for QoS in RAN
The following key principles apply for QoS in RAN:
-
RAN will apply a specific QoS profile based on information received from the Core Network. 
-
There are two specific QoS profile: A and B
-
A type QoS profile may include Priority Level, Packet Delay Budget and Packet Error Rate.
-
B type QoS profile may include Maximum Flow Bit Rate, Guaranteed Flow Bit Rate, Priority Level, Packet Delay Budget, Packet Error Rate and Admission Control.
-
User plane marking for QoS is carried in encapsulation header on NG-U. 
-
RAN can receive NAS-level QoS profiles at PDU Session establishment using NG-C signalling.
-
The QoS rule consists of NAS-level QoS profile, packet filters and precedence order.

-
RAN shall use the Max bit rate limit in UL and DL per UE for flows that do not require guaranteed flow bit rate
