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1. Overall Description:

SA3 has reached the attached interim agreement that the 5G UP security termination point is in the RAN and located in the PDCP layer. Security for this agreement depends on the assumptions that 
· the gNB is split into a Central Unit (CU) and a Distributed Unit (DU)
· the PDCP (control plane and user plane) and RRC layers are terminated in the CU
· the CU can be deployed in an operator’s data centre in a physically secure location

It is SA3's understanding that the requirement to host CUs in a few central data centres has impact on RAN2/RAN3 design decisions regarding the split, e.g. on the latency requirements for the interface between DU and CU.

SA3 acknowledges that there may also be deployments requiring monolithic gNB without this split, but those would need additional security measures for the backhaul, e.g. using IPsec similar to LTE.


2. Actions:
To RAN2 and RAN3
ACTION: 	RAN2 and RAN3 are kindly requested to take the above into account and provide feedback on their progress.
