This procedure is used to establish necessary resources in a gNB for an incoming handover.

The procedure uses UE-associated signalling.

The source gNB initiates the procedure by sending the HANDOVER REQUEST message to the target gNB. When the source gNB sends the HANDOVER REQUEST message, it shall start the timer TRELOCprep. The existence of QoS flow in mapping information in HANDOVER REQUEST indicates the activation of QoS flows in source gNB. The target gNB performs admission control for the activated QoS flows.
