The purpose of the PDU Session Resource Modification Indication procedure is to enable the NG RAN node to request modifications of already established PDU Session Resources for a given UE. The procedure uses UE-associated signalling.

The NG RAN node initiates the procedure by sending a PDU SESSION RESOURCE MODIFICATION INDICATION message to AMF.

The Transport Layer Address IE and DL GTP TEID IE included in the PDU Session Resource To Be Modified Item IEs IE in the PDU SESSION RESOURCE MODIFICATION INDICATION message shall be considered by the AMF as the new DL address of the PDU Session Resources. If QoS Flow To Be Modified List IE is included in the PDU Session Resource To Be Modified Item IEs, the Transport Layer Address IE and DL GTP TEID IE shall be considered by the AMF as another DL address of the PDU Session Resources.The Transport Layer Address IE and DL GTP TEID IE included in the PDU Session Resource Not To Be Modified Item IEs IE in the PDU SESSION RESOURCE MODIFICATION INDICATION message shall be considered by the AMF as the PDU Session Resources with unchanged DL address. 
The PDU SESSION RESOURCE MODIFICATION CONFIRM message shall contain the result for all the PDU Session Resource that were request to be modified according to the PDU Session Resource To Be Modified Item IEs IE of the PDU SESSION RESOURCE MODIFICATION INDICATION message as follows:
If the PDU Session Resource Failed to Modify List IE is received in the PDU SESSION RESOURCE MODIFICATION CONFIRM message, the NG RAN node shall either

-
release all corresponding NG RAN resources for the concerned PDU Session or

-
keep the previous transport information before sending the PDU SESSION RESOURCE MODIFICATION INDICATION message unchanged for the concerned PDU Session.
If the PDU Session Resource To Be Released List IE is received in the PDU SESSION RESOURCE MODIFICATION CONFIRM message, the NG RAN node shall release all corresponding NG RAN resources for the concerned PDU Session.
