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1   Introduction
This is a proposal to remove some of the FFS that are obsolete following the discussion in the past meetings. As indicated by the chairman, the intention is to split the work into one part aiming at finishing the TS for the December freeze and one BL CR containing the enhancements for the June freeze.
In this paper we try to remove FFS where we think there is a chance to relatively easy remove the FFS.
2   Discussion

There is a general FFS on the naming of the UE context Management procedures in section 8.3 stating that “the naming of the UE Context Management procedures are FFS”. We propose that this one can be removed 
Proposal 1: Agree on the naming for context management.
The human readable name was introduced for S1AP and is now proposed for F1AP. But at the moment there is an FFS in 9.2.1.4 stating: “The gNB-DU Name IE definition and whether it will be introduced is FFS”. Hence we propose to remove this and introduce this in a similar way as was done for S1AP.
Proposal 2: Introduce the gNB-DU human readable name and remove the related FFS

There is also an FFS on the gNB-DU-ID. This value is only required to be unique within the CU, but as discussed in last meeting the address range should be big enough to enable a uniqueness within the PLMN. Therefore, we propose to set this range to be on a similar range as the cell identity, i.e. 36 bits. 

Proposal 5: Set the range of the gNB DU ID to be 36 bits
