In this contribution, we further discuss the related aspects, and propose the corresponding way forward.
2   Discussion
Based on the comments received, it is preferable to have a separate specification to describe applicability of NGAP to non-3GPP access, i.e. when the endpoint of NGAP is a node (e.g. N3IWF) different to a NG-RAN node. 

RAN3 actually did something similar before. RAN3 developed TS29.108 to describe the “Application of the Radio Access Network Application Part (RANAP) on the E-interface”, i.e. RANAP is used between MSC servers or MSC server and IP-SM-GW (E-interface), rather between a RNC and a CN. TS29.108 contains: 

· Principles for the use of RANAP on the E-interface

· Use of the RANAP on the E-interface, which describes the applicable procedures. 
· RANAP messages transferred on the E-interface, which describes the applicable messages. 

· Exceptions for RANAP message contents and information element coding when transferred on the E-interface, which describes the handling for non-applicable IEs.
The extension to IEs for E-interface and related changes to ASN.1 code are captured in TS25.413. We could consider the approach of TS29.108/TS25.413 when develop the new specification to describe applicability of NGAP to non-3GPP access. 
Proposal: Develop a new specification to describe applicability of NGAP to non-3GPP access, taking the approach of TS29.108/TS25.413 as a reference.
3   Way Forward
The Way Forward: 
· Develop a new specification to describe the applicability of NGAP to non-3GPP access. The new specification will include following aspects
· Principles for the use of NGAP for non-3GPP access
· the applicable NGAP procedures for non-3GPP access
· the applicable NGAP messages for non-3GPP access
· the handling for non-applicable NGAP IEs for non-3GPP access. 
· The message definition and ASN.1 code remains in TS38.413. 
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
