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1 Introduction

During RAN4#74bis RAN4 confirmed the need for an ad-hoc on AAS in June, which will be held for 2.5 days in Venice. This document provides some Ericsson views on the Ad-Hoc and agenda.
2 Discussion

The ad-hoc meeting provides a good opportunity to make progress on AAS. The available meeting time is similar to the online time available during around one half year of regular 3GPP meetings. Furthermore, unlike in regular meetings it will be possible for AAS delegates to concentrate on the AAS topics in a single group and without distractions.

The first priority of the Ad-Hoc should be to make progress on issues that need to be resolved for timely completion of the core specifications. In our view, the ad-hoc should set a primary focus on reaching “conclusions” on specific topics that are essential for completion of the core (as opposed to presentation of papers and ideas on as yet less discussed aspects of performance e.g. the structure of declarations etc.). (Of course, an ad-hoc meeting cannot make formal decisions, but it would nonetheless be of value to be able to endorse some principles around which there is consensus amongst ad-hoc delegates as a “conclusion” from the ad-hoc).

To facilitate this, it might be helpful to set a prioritized list of “conclusions” to be made. Our view on topics for “conclusion” as of the start of RAN4#75 are presented below. The list should be discussed offline and refined, considering also progress during RAN4#75.
Proposal 1: A list of desired/targeted endorsed “conclusions” coming from the ad-hoc should be formulated alongside the agenda
It should be noted here that “priority” here is not intended to indicate the importance of topics, but rather the topics for which it is most likely that intensive discussion in the ad-hoc can lead to conclusions and progress. Lower “priority” topics will be easier to make progress on in 2H15 once the core specs are clear.
Highest priority:

· Description of OTA sensitivity requirement (RoAoA description and declaration principle)

· Details of how to calculate AAS-ETAC considering capability, configuration etc.

· Approach for applying emissions requirements to multiband 
· Finalisation of intra-array related IMD requirement

· Capture what is intended to be declared

· Describe how to select IMD test and zero offset test

· Finalise description of co-ordinates system

· Definitions of beam pointing direction, reference steering needed for the EIRP requirement

· Agree on specification structure and approach for referencing existing requirements

Medium priority:

· Decide on how to do scaling for conducted power

· Specification text for EIRP requirement

· Specification text for OTA sensitivity requirement

· The need for a minimum sensitivity declaration

Low priority:

· Test uncertainty budgets and Test Tolerances for radiated measurements
· Test procedures considerations

· EIRP accuracy value

· Specification text for other requirements

One of the items included in the list is specification text for the radiated requirements. This is assuming that the OTA sensitivity concept is sufficiently mature. In our view, discussing how the specification wording can look for these requirements could be useful progress.

One further topic to consider is contributions and submission deadlines. Due to the proximity of RAN4#75 and the ad-hoc and desired to make “conclusions” in the ad-hoc, it is useful to have sufficient time for writing contributions but also for reading contributions. To allow further time for writing, the submission deadline could be delayed compared to a regular meeting. However there needs to be sufficient time for reading and considering other companies views in advance of the ad-hoc, so the submission deadline should be not set too late.
A suitable compromise could be to consider setting a submission deadline 1 day later than for a regular meeting.
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
