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Discussion
Based on discussion of documents [1]-[8] which were submitted to RAN4#75, we have arrived at the following agreements regarding the coordinate system used for expressing AAS requirements. 
· The OTA requirements shall be stated using a Cartesian coordinate system (x, y, z) using spherical coordinates (r, ). is the angle in the x-y plane and it is between the x-axis and the projection of the vector onto the x-y plane and is defined between －180° and ＋180°, inclusive.  is the angle between the projection of the vector in the x-y plane and the vector and is defined between －90° and ＋90°, inclusive. 
· This agreement follows the review of the coordinate system defined in Annex E of TS 37.977 and Annex A of TR 36.814.
· The location of the coordinate system origin relative to a physically identifiable feature on the base station enclosure is declared by the manufacturer.

· The orientation of the coordinate system geometric plane and normal axis relative to a physically identifiable feature on the base station enclosure is declared by the manufacturer.
The following issues remain to be resolved.
