Performance requirements for PUSCH under interference with MMSE IRC receiver
8.2.6.1
Definition and applicability

The performance requirement of PUSCH is determined by a minimum required throughput for a given SINR under the explicitly modelled interferences. The required throughput is expressed as a fraction of maximum throughput for the FRCs listed in Annex A. The performance requirements assume HARQ re-transmissions.
A test for a specific channel bandwidth is only applicable if the BS supports it.

For a BS supporting multiple channel bandwidths only the tests for the highest channel bandwidths supported by the BS are applicable. 

This requirement shall not be applied to Local Area BS and Home BS.
For a BS with IRC capability under synchronous network deployment only the tests of synchronous scenarios are applicable.  For a BS with IRC capability under asynchronous network deployment only the tests of asynchronous scenarios are applicable.  For a BS with IRC capability under sync/asynchronous network deployments the tests of both synchronous and asynchronous scenarios are applicable.
