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1 Introduction
In last RAN4 meeting, CRs for 37 series were provided [1][2], however, no consensus was reached. This contribution provides our consideration on introducing Band 46 into 37 series.
2 Discussion
The CRs presented for 37 series were different from those for 25 series, where only co-existence and co-location requirements are revised due to introduction of Band 46. The purpose is to protect Band 46 from spurious emissions of BS operating in other bands in the same the same geographical area. While for 37 series, spectrum related requirements, i.e. ACLR and operating band unwanted emissions, were also proposed for Band 46 as well as the channel access parameters. 
It is known that MSR specifications can be declared for single RAT only operation, but it is worth noting that MSR specifications are not self-completion, as single-RAT specific requirements are referred back to single-RAT specifications. 

The Relation between the MSR specification and the single-RAT specifications is described in clause 4.1 in TS 37.104. The requirements for an MSR BS can be divided into three types, depending on their relation to the single-RAT specifications:

1.
Generic MSR requirement: A common generic requirement is specified in the present document that applies for all RATs and for BS configured for both multi-RAT and single-RAT operation. In some cases, there are additional requirement(s) that apply only in some Band Category. There are no references to the single-RAT specifications.

2.
Generic MSR requirement, with additional single-RAT requirements: A common generic requirement is specified in the present document which applies as in point 1. In addition some single RAT requirement(s) apply, included by normative reference(s) to the single-RAT specification(s).
3.
Single-RAT only requirements: In this case, no common generic requirement is defined. The existing single-RAT requirement applies for each RAT, included by normative reference(s) to the single-RAT specification(s).
Since LAA BS is E-UTRA only base station deployed in Band 46, all Band 46 related requirements are single-RAT only requirements. Based on the types described above, no common generic requirements for a multi-RAT BS based on Band 46 shall be defined. 
If we look at the requirements defined in TS 37.104, the intention of these common requirements is to apply to a multi-RAT capable BS, rather than for a single-RAT only BS. Therefore, we feel to introduce some specific single-RAT requirements for Band 46 is not appropriate, which is not in line with the principle to categorize MSR requirements. To avoid the confusion of MSR specifications, we propose to introduce Band 46 in 37 series by the same way as that for 25 series, i.e. only revise the co-existence and co-location requirements.
3 Conclusion
Considerations on introducing Band 46 into 37 series are discussed in this contribution. Proposal of handling the 37 series CRs for Band 46 is provided accordingly.
Proposal It is proposed to follow the same way of 25 series CRs for introduction of Band 46, i.e. only revise the co-existence and co-location requirements in the specifications. 
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
