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Introduction

At RAN4 #78bis, a Skeleton [1] and a TP [2] were approved for TS 37.171. There were some references and abbreviations in the TP that should have been included but were not. 
Discussion

In the approved TP for 37.171 from RAN78bis [2], there was a reference to TS 34.109 and TS 36.521-1, but those TSs were not included in the reference section. There was a also a mention of 37.571 which should have been 37.571-1 with a reference. In addition, there was also an occurrence of “TS 37.xxx -1 [TBD]” that should have been TS37.571-1 with the proper reference.   Also, there were several abbreviations in the text that should have been added to the Abbreviations section. This TP adds the reference and the abbreviations.

Test tolerances

The requirements given in the present document make no allowance for measurement uncertainty. The test specification 3GPP TS 37.571 -1 [Z] will define test tolerances. These test tolerances are individually calculated for each test. The test tolerances are then added to the limits in the present document to create test limits. The measurement results are compared against the test limits as defined by the shared risk principle.

Shared Risk is defined in ETR 273-1-2 [4], subclause 6.5.

Multipath scenario

The purpose of the test case is to verify the receiver's tolerance to multipath. 

The pedestrian channel model used in 37.571-1 [Z], captured in Annex B of 36.521-1 [Y] is used for assessing the MBS performance under the multipath scenario, specifically the Extended Pedestrian A (EPA) with a maximum Doppler frequency of 5 Hz (EPA 5Hz).
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
