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1   Introduction
During the RAN4#80bis meeting, there are some discussions on maximum sidelink processes test for V2V. For the RAN4 working, RAN1 progress is the important input.

In this contribution, we will discuss these tests.
2   Discussion

According to RAN1 agreements:
Since in sidelink transmission mode 3 or 4, a UE is 

· not expected to attempt to decode more than [10] PSCCHs in a subframe. 
· not expected attempt to decode more than [100] RBs in a subframe. 
· not expected to combine PSCCH transmitted in different subframes. 
· not required to perform PSSCH-RSRP measurement in a subframe that occurs before the reception of a successfully decoded associated SCI format 1.  

For the detailed parameters for [10] PSCCHs and [100] RBs, there are still some discussions in RAN1. Since working of RAN4 should be based on RAN1 agreements, it is hard to define RAN4 test case before RAN1 final decision.
Proposal 1: Postpone the maximum processes test into RAN4 V2X WI.
3   Conclusion
In this contribution, we analyze the maximum processes test and propose that:
