GCF CAG appreciated RAN4’s recent LS on MIMO OTA progress, reference R4-169003.  The completion of this work is eagerly anticipated in order to provide the basis of GCF certification of MIMO enabled devices, and it was good to understand the detailed progress of the work and expected completion.

CAG noted that the LS was copied to CTIA which, again, we appreciated.  GCF recognises that devices intended for the global market will likely need to be tested against both 3GPP and CTIA requirements.  Therefore it is important to have as high a level of technical alignment between the two standardisation bodies as possible.

CAG kindly asks RAN4 and CTIA to coordinate to promote such technical alignment between the two standardisation bodies in order to ensure that devices may be optimally tested for the global market, using aligned methodologies.  Such alignment is judged to be essential for the industry to be efficient.
