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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 would like to inform RAN5 that UL LBT core requirements are finalized for Rel-14 eLAA. 
The core requirements for UL LBT are defined in TS 36.101, Chapter 13. 

For uplink operation in Band 46, a channel access procedure for PUSCH transmission as described in TS 36.213, Clause 15.2.1 is specified. Channel access related parameters for PUSCH are listed in Table 1.

The UE shall be able to assess whether the medium is busy or idle with at least 90% probability, using a channel access procedure with the parameters in Table 1.
The measurement channels for UL LBT tests have not yet been specified. RAN5 can use any of the specified UL CA combinations for design of the UL LBT functionalities tests.
