Introduction
In RAN4 NR adhoc#3, Vodafone presented a paper [1] on mandating 4Rx UE support. Considering the feedback from other companies, we have updated our proposal.

Discussion
Based on the discussion and open questions from the last RAN4 meeting, we decided to bring a more focussed proposal to this meeting, in the hope that this can be agreed. It focusses on option 3 family deployment scenario and bands above 3 GHz, and the most important fully active reception state.

Proposals
1) The UE supporting a band higher than 3.0 GHz shall support mandatory 4Rx performance requirements in that band

a. Applicability to mandatory requirements to other bands is FFS

2) Mandatory 4Rx performance requirements shall be defined for at least the scenario where the UE is operating EN-DC “option 3 family” mode in full LTE RRC ACTIVE state and, for a mandatory 4Rx band, the UE either has an NR cell configured for reception on that band 

3) For the above scenario, for cells operating within mandatory 4Rx operating bands, mandatory 4Rx performance requirements apply to:

a. Demodulation of all downlink data and control channels (including RS) that the UE receives from a configured NR serving cell.

b. Neighbour NR cell measurement monitoring and cell identification requirements.
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
