Interruption with V2X Carrier Aggregation
13.9.1
Interruptions to WAN at CC addition/release for V2X intra-band contiguous carrier aggregation
When any number of component carriers is added or released for V2X intra-band contiguous carrier aggregation by using the same RRCConnectionReconfiguration message that includes the V2X sidelink communication configuration message [TBD] [2], no interruption is allowed on the serving cell(s) during the RRC reconfiguration procedure.

13.9.2
Interruptions to WAN at CC addition/release for V2X non-contiguous carrier aggregation
When any number of component carriers is added or released for V2X non-contiguous carrier aggregation carrier aggregation by using the same RRCConnectionReconfiguration message that includes the V2X sidelink communication configuration message [TBD] [2], the UE is allowed an interruption of up to 2 subframes on the serving cell(s) during the RRC reconfiguration procedure.

13.9.3
Interruptions to V2X sidelink communication at CC addition/release for V2X intra-band contiguous carrier aggregation
When any number of component carriers for V2X intra-band contiguous carrier aggregation is added or released by using the same RRCConnectionReconfiguration message that includes the V2X sidelink communication configuration message [TBD] [2], the UE is allowed to drop V2X sidelink transmission or reception for up to 1 subframe during the RRC reconfiguration procedure.

13.9.4
Interruptions to V2X sidelink communication at CC addition/release for V2X non-contiguous carrier aggregation
When any number of component carriers for V2X non-contiguous carrier aggregation is added or released by using the same RRCConnectionReconfiguration message that includes the V2X sidelink communication configuration message [TBD] [2], the UE is allowed to drop V2X sidelink transmission or reception for up to 1 subframe during the RRC reconfiguration procedure.

13.10
CC Addition and Release Delay for V2X Carrier Aggregation
13.10.1
Introduction

The requirements shall apply only when the UE is associated with a serving cell on a non-V2X sidelink carrier.

13.10.2
CC addition delay requirements
Upon receiving component carrier addition for V2X carrier aggregation by using the RRCConnectionReconfiguration message that includes the V2X sidelink communication configuration message [TBD] [2] in subframe n, the UE shall accomplish the CC addition actions no later than in subframe n+20.

The interruption specified in section 13.9 is allowed only during the RRC reconfiguration procedure [2].

13.10.3
CC release delay requirements
Upon receiving component carrier release for V2X carrier aggregation by using the RRCConnectionReconfiguration message that includes the V2X sidelink communication configuration message [TBD] [2] in subframe n, the UE shall accomplish the CC release actions no later than in subframe n+20.

The interruption specified in section 13.9 is allowed only during the RRC reconfiguration procedure [2].
