Minimum requirement for single RAT UTRA operation

For single RAT UTRA FDD operation, the AAS BS ACLR minimum requirements are the same as those specified in 3GPP TS 25.104 [6], subclauses 6.6.2.2.1.

For single RAT UTRA FDD operation, the AAS BS CACLR limits are the same as those specified in 3GPP TS 25.104 [6], subclauses 6.6.2.2.2. The basic limits are also the same as the absolute limits of UTRA specified in 3GPP TS 25.104 [6], subclauses 6.6.2.2.2. The ACLR (CACLR) absolute basic limits of AAS BS are specified as the basic limit + 10log10(NTXU,countedpercell). The ACLR (CACLR) limit or the ACLR (CACLR) absolute basic limit of AAS BS shall apply, whichever is less stringent.

For single RAT UTRA TDD 1,28 Mcps operation, the AAS BS minimum requirements are the same as those specified in 3GPP TS 25.105 [7], subclause 6.6.2.2.

Minimum requirement for single RAT E-UTRA operation

For single RAT E-UTRA operation, the AAS BS ACLR and CACLR limits are the same as those specified in 3GPP TS 36.104 [8], subclauses 6.6.2.1 and 6.6.2.2. The basic limits are also the same as the absolute limits of E-UTRA specified in 3GPP TS 36.104 [8], subclauses 6.6.2.1 and 6.6.2.2. The ACLR (CACLR) absolute basic limits of AAS BS are specified as the basic limit + 10log10(NTXU,countedpercell). The ACLR (CACLR) limit or the ACLR (CACLR) absolute basic limit of AAS BS shall apply, whichever is less stringent.
